The fish may be hooked and the rod
passed to an angler. Spreader bars may be used.

THE USE OF NON OFFSET CIRCLE HOOKS IS MANDA-
TORY IN NATURAL BAIT AND NATURAL BAIT/LURE COM-

BINATIONS IN THIS TOURNAMENT.

TOURNAMENT CHANNEL 72: You must call in all
released billfish. You do not need to call in meatfish.

ANGLERS: Only the anglers listed on the entry form are
eligible to win prizes. You may add or change anglers at
any time by calling the club and leaving a message at

410-213-1613.

LAY DAY: Lay day MUST be declared by 10:00 AM. NO
EXCEPTIONS. If you do not call in your lay day, your
boat is automatically considered as fishing. Leave mes-
sage at Club: 410-213-1613. You may also declare a lay

day at registration.

EISHING GROUNDS OFFSHORE & INSHORE: Within

100 miles of the Ocean City Inlet. You may leave from
any inlet but all fish must be weighed at Sunset Marina.

NO POINTS AWARDED FOR BOATED BILLFISH.

POINTS DIVISION: Blue Marlin, Swordfish — 150 pts
White Marlin, Sailfish, Spearfish — 100 pts
